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Your Tasks are as follows:

Supervise the launch and determines the amount of pressure that will be needed to launch the rocket successfully without blowing it up!

· Create the Inclinometer that will be used to determine the altitude of the rocket as it is launched.  You will find these in the folder for your team

· Directs other during the launch.

· Launches the rocket.

· Makes a neat copy of the Launch Day log. Makes sure that the launch day log is in the final project report, is detailed and accurate.

· Uses appropriate labels as necessary. 

· Help the Design director with:

Pre-launch analysis

Rocket Stability test
Be a good team player and complete any tasks that are assigned to your by the Project Director because of absences on your team.
All of the documents you will need will be in the Student Server in a folder named Paper Rocket Challenge
